Budget Report .

Treasurer Peter Welsby presented the budget for the period ending March 12,2010 which reflects 50% of
our fiscal year. On the income side of the budget, we received $1,000 grant award for the NPS VIP line.
Commissioner Welsby thanked Lori Solomon-Duell for submission of the grant application. On the
expense side ofthe budget, the personnel service staff salary has not been expensed to date however it is
tied to a cooperative agreement and should be at budget by the next budget report. Programmatic budget
information has been entered into the budget for each line item.

Commissioner Brown inquired if there should be concern for the HUD funds $79,000 which will expire
on December 31, 2010. Executive Director Sciumeca indicated that the project is on schedule and the
funds will be expended by the end of the year.
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
