Take to the Water

What better way to experience the
oldest continuously operating
canal in America than to get out on
the water! There are numerous
choices for hourly tours, overnight
excursions, and do-it-yourself
exploration. Consult our chart to
find boat rentals and tours.

If you like boats, but prefer to
enjoy them from shore, stop by
one of the many canal harbors,
visitor centers, or parks on the
water. Many of the NYS Canal
System’s 57 locks include water-
front parks for picnicking, fishing,
playing, or just sitting on the bank
and watching boats. Tugboats,
barges, and historic replica canal
boats ply canal waters, alongside
today’s cruisers, motorboats,
kayaks, and canoes.

The NYS Canal System is typically open from May 1 through November 15.

It is owned and operated by the New York State Canal Corporation, a
subsidiary of the New York State Thruway Authority. Current information on
fees for boating through the locks, up-to-date notices to mariners, and the
official Cruising Guide to the New York State Canal System may be found at
www.canals.ny.gov or by calling 1-800-4-CANAL-4 (1-800-422-6254).

Take the Road Less Traveled

The New York State Thruway (I-90) roughly parallels the Erie Canalway route from
Albany to Buffalo. Northway I-87 provides access from Albany to Whitehall. But to
see the best parts of the Erie Canalway, you’ll want to get off the Interstate!

State and county roads that hug the water more closely and thread through the
hamlets, villages, and cities that grew along the waterways are the best way to access
canal towns and sites.
